1.
Committee Meetings

1.1
The Committee shall meet as and when necessary.

1.2
At least 51% of Committee Members must be present to constitute a quorum at a committee meeting.

1.3
Voting shall be based on a simple majority.  The Chairman shall have a casting vote only.

2.
General Meetings

2.1
Annual General Meetings shall take place on such dates as the Committee shall determine, but in no case shall the interval between Annual General Meetings exceed 15 months.

2.2
Extraordinary General Meetings may be called by the Committee, or any Member supported in writing by at least one other Member.

2.3
The Committee shall give Members not less than 21 days notice of any general meeting.

2.4
At least 51% of Members must be present to constitute a quorum at any general meeting.

2.5
Voting shall be based on a simple majority.  The Chairman shall have a casting vote only.

3.
Authority of the Committee

3.1
The Committee shall have access to the funds of the Band to meet expenditure properly and necessarily incurred on Band activities.

3.2
All firm and pending commitments made by the Committee shall not exceed such financial resources as are reasonably considered by the Committee to be available to the Band.

3.3
The Committee shall be responsible for Performing Rights payments, and shall arrange insurance for public liability and band property.  Entirely without prejudice to any rule of law the Committee shall accept no liability for any injury, loss or damage, howsoever caused, arising out of any Band activity.

4.
Minutes

4.1
Minutes of all committee and general meetings shall be recorded and made available for inspection by Members.

5.
Financial

5.1
Funds shall be kept in a financial account registered in the Band’s name.  The Treasurer shall keep a correct account of all financial transactions and shall be responsible for the receipt and payment of all monies due to or by the Band.

5.2
Accounts shall be audited no more than one month prior to Annual General Meetings by at least one person appointed by the Committee. 

6.
Membership

6.1
Membership shall be at the discretion of the Committee.

6.2
Members shall be required to pay a subscription.  The subscription amount and the date on which subscriptions are due shall be decided at a general meeting.

6.3
A Musical Director and an Assistant Musical Director shall be appointed by the Committee, and shall be exempt from subscriptions.

7.
Rehearsals and Engagements

7.1
The occasion and timing of regular rehearsals shall be decided at a general meeting.

7.2
The occasion and timing of engagements shall be decided by the Committee.

7.3
All Members shall consider their best possible attendance and timely arrival at both rehearsals and engagements.  Members having to absent themselves from engagements shall inform the Musical Director, the Chairman or the Secretary at the earliest possible date.

7.4
The dress for engagements shall be decided by the Committee and should be worn by all Members.

7.5
Members are to take all reasonable care of Band music and equipment issued to them.  Music should not be removed from the rehearsal room without informing the Librarian or the Musical Director.
